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These resources are to help equip & enable worship
together as "“family”.

Reflection time: The meaning of the word Advent is the
arrival of a notable person. The arrival of advent for us is to
take this time in our lives to think about who the notable
person is. Share with each other who you think notable
(special) people are? What are their qualities and what
makes them notable (special)? Write these down for later.

As we begin to decorate our homes for Christmas
remembering Jesus birth over the next 4 weeks of Advent,
we will be taking time in our lives and time to prepare our
hearts for Jesus’ arrival — just as we prepare our homes we
need to prepare ourselves too. Week 1 of Advent is HOPE,
we often see advent rings with candles and each candle
represents different people and values.

The first represents the patriarchs in the Bible that
predicted the coming of Jesus. Jesus is our HOPE.

If you have an advent wreath or an advent candle in your
home you could now light this candle and think about the
HOPE we have in Jesus.
